TO the Legidative Assembly of Ontario:

WHEREAS Bill 213, Justice Statute Law Amendment Act, 2002, enacted the Limitation Act, 2002,
which provides for a reduction in the legal limitation period, from six years to two years.

WHEREAS the two year limitation period in effect from January 1, 2004, is not long enough for
investors seeking restitution after suffering serious financial damages due to the wrongdoing of the
financial services industry.

AND WHEREAS the Attorney General 3 position is that plaintiff investor interests do not need
further protection.

WE, the undersigned petition the Legislative Assembly of Ontario as follows:
1. That the Provincial Government immediately pass and implement an amendment to the

Limitation Act, 2002, to provide an exemption for claims by victims of financial services
industry wrongdoing so that no time limitation period applies to such claims.
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
